HOMECOMING 2011 

In April 2009 East Lothian Council was awarded a grant of £1.39 million towards the 
creation of the John Gray Centre. The centre will provide state of the art storage 
facilities for East Lothian’s archives which are currently housed in the National 
Archives of Scotland in Edinburgh. Records spanning over 700 years of history and 
covering every part of the county will be returned and made available in the centre, 
which is scheduled to open in 2011.  

To promote this, East Lothian Archive  
Service has created an exhibition  
showcasing the records that will be  
coming home. The records are extensive and 
include everything from poor law registers 
to building plans.
